1. No sidewalk or lamp post to the entrance foyer.

2. Foyer exterior storm door lock is painted over and plugged.  The doorbell button is missing.

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13. Right of front foyer, miscellaneous rocks and wood covering ground hog burrowing.
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14. Right of foyer, ground hog entrance.
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15. Opposite side, ground hog entrance.
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16. Further right of foyer, more stones covering ground hog burrowing

17. Further right of foyer, more stones and miscellaneous debris covering ground hog burrowing.  Also visible is an interior Romex wire, from IR light fixture to follow.

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20. IR light Romex ends at corner and through the foundation wall.
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21. Foyer window is duct taped and painted over.
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22. Right foyer gutter has no down spout and empties at corner of foyer.
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23. Another broken IR light fixture at front right corner of home.

24. The down spout,  from picture above,  is duct taped together

25. At rear right corner of home, an interior Romex wire exits the foundation and routes underground.
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26. The Romex wire appears above ground a few feet away,  then back underground.
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27. It ends at a broken off light post near north property line.
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28. At right side wall,  black mold appears on the vinyl siding.
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 29. At the rear covered patio, ceiling damage is duct tapped and painted over.
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30. At the right rear exterior wall corner. Down spout is duct taped to 4” pipe drain elbow and runs out into yard.
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 31.At patio corner Romex wire exits the foundation and runs behind vinyl siding.  Should be in conduit.
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32. Romex exits siding and runs to light fixture and then to exterior corner.
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33. At the corner it returns to interior Romex and ends at an exterior box.  Should be in conduit.
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34. Rear sun room wall skirting covered with wood.   Rocks and stones fill in ground hog borrowing.
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35. At side of sun room,  wall skirting covered with wood.   Stones fill in ground hog borrowing.
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36. The post support, for the Sun room deck landing, has collapsed creating a 3 inch drop at the top stair.  The area is also duct taped
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37. The bottom and threshold of the sun room door is duct taped and painted over.
,
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38. The sun room entrance light has been duct taped on.  Doorbell switch has been painted over multiple times.  It does not work.
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39. Decorative lattice has fallen off.
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40. At the end of sun room deck, the first step of the transition stairs is broken off.
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42. On the transitional deck,  the side storm door is completely duct taped shut and cannot be opened to inspect the inside door.
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43. To the right of the side storm door is a broken IR light fixture all duct taped up.
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44. The side basement entrance storm door has been duct taped inside and out along with the trim.  Also was painted over.
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[bookmark: _GoBack]45. The strike-edge jam has termite damage.  Also duct tape used to cover other damage
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46. The king stud has been eaten away by terminates. This damage extends up the stud behind the multi layers of paint.
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47. The header, head jam and head casing have  also sustained damage from termites.
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48. The down spout, next to basement entrance, has been sealed with duct tape to a 4 inch pipe.
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49. Opposite wall from down spout is a collection of various cut and dangling wires with an abandoned phone relay box.
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50. Water heater vent piping has broken away from its rusted wall strap. 
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51. Outbuilding door latch is missing. Doors are warped and require 4”x4” post to hold shut.

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75. Multiple holes tapped over and painted in walk in closet. (BR1)
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76. Trim on bath 1 door missing. (BR1)
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77. Paint runs throughout BR1.  Poor quality latex paint  (BR1)
